STOP cards—friend or foe?

As a result of the changes to the Laws of
Duplicate Bridge as at 1 June 2008, many of
you will have been trying to grapple with the
use of the STOP card. The inclusion of this
rule was to appease our friends across the
Tasman, but the ABF has relaxed it such that
it is at the discretion of the States as to
whether the rule is applied or not—especially
for written bidding.

When this topic was discussed at SABF
Management Committee level, it was agreed
that the use of STOP cards for “pre-emptive”
type hands only was not the correct
interpretation of the rule. We therefore
agreed that STOP cards would be used for all
jump bids, whether they be opening, overcall
or as a response to partner’s bid. While this
has clarified the use of the STOP card, itis a
rule that we will all take some time to become
familiar with.

STOP cards protect both the “thinkers” and
the players who tend to make a “quick” pass
with no points. Now all players must wait a
reasonable time before making a further bid.

The SABF will continue to ask that STOP
cards are used at all State Events, so we all
need to become familiar with their use as
soon as possible.

It will be left up to individual clubs to decide if
they wish to use Stop cards.

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The future of State Bridge in SA

For the past 8 years an agreement has
existed between the SA Bridge Federation
and SABA covering the rights to administer
State Events. SABA has successfully run
State Events in SA for this period paying a
fixed fee to the SABF for this privilege.

Now that the SABF is established as a body
with the administrative and financial
wherewithal to carry out these duties, those
tasks previously carried out by SABA will
return to the SABF to administer. This will
free up a considerable amount of money for
SABA and at the same time put the onus of
promoting bridge at State level upon the
members of the SA Bridge Federation.
Remember that the SABF is made up of
representatives from all affiliated clubs—
namely, SABA, Glenelg, Bridge in the Hills,
Bridge in the City, Adelaide Bridge Centre,
Broken Hill, St Vincents, Gawler, Reynella,
Whyalla, Barossa Bridge and Blue Lake
Bridge Club. Whilst not all of these clubs
have representatives on the Management
Committee, they do have a say in any
decision making.

How will this affect you, the players? In the
short term, nothing will change, except that
there will be some additional State Events
slotted into the calendar on Monday nights.
We are hoping that you will all embrace this
change and show your support of this new era
in bridge by committing to playing at least one
Monday night State Event.

The SABF Management Committee will be
actively marketing these new events by
offering incentives to players to participate.
Watch the notice board at your club for further
information.

This hand virtually decided the match. The
Victorian pair reached an ambitious 6¥ and
received the opening lead of the ¢King.
Declarer took the first trick in hand and laid
down a top heart. West carefully parted with
the 8 and East, perforce, the 7. Perhaps it
was a little naive of declarer to now cross to
dummy and pull the Jack but that is what
happened and any remote chance of making
this thin contract evaporated when the 10 was
left out as a winner. Bignall and Januszke
played safely in 4v at the other table, netting
13 IMPs to SA in the biggest swing of the
match.

Peter Chan overcalled 34 on this hand over
1# and David Lusk’s raise to 4 was routine.
Chan made 44 when the player on lead failed
to play a trump. The actual lead was the King
of clubs. As a result, Chan was able to ruff
clubs twice on the table to manage a total of 9
trumps and the club Ace. At the other table
the Fallons were much more in the auction,
finding their way to the good 5# contract and
sealing a double game swing for SA when
South led a spade, missing any chance of a
diamond ruff.

After the first two losses, South Australia
managed four wins to end the first round robin
with a slender lead but with five other teams
still very much in contention.

After a first round bye, the team had its worst
result in the event, losing by 21 to last-placed
Tasmania.

In the next match, Bob Bignall found his way
home in a 44 contract against a potentially
devastating 5-0 break.

After 14 from South and 1v by West, North’s
negative double advertised the spade fit. The
North player for NSW pushed towards slam
but signed off in 54 when he discovered that
there was a key card missing along with the
Queen of trumps. Peter Chan sat very quietly
in the East seat, happy to take 100 when
declarer drifted two light.

At the other table, Bignall found himself in 44
from the North seat and had to play very
carefully to make. The defenders started with
two top hearts and Bignall ruffed and tried the
diamond finesse. When this lost and West
continued hearts, Bignall's instincts told him
that the spades were not likely to break. He
ruffed the heart low and cashed A-K of clubs,
throwing a diamond, and then a top diamond
before ruffing a diamond with the Jack. East
was free to overtrump but whether he played
back a trump or a heart, declarer had to make
the remaining tricks.

Chan led the ¥10 and declarer won in hand
and produced a high diamond. Chan
refused the first round and won the second.
Declarer, obviously pleased with the sight of
the 10, won the spade switch with the Ace
and started running trumps. Lusk (East)
was running into difficulties, realizing the
importance of keeping length in both clubs
and hearts. After East had parted with all
spades and one heart, declarer tackled the
clubs suit prematurely and could not
establish a twelfth trick as Lusk had
retained all clubs.

At the other table, Gordon Fallon reached
6¢ with only a little more science than the
opposition but his play was much more
thoughtful. West led the #8 and Fallon
immediately suspected a singleton. He won
in dummy and played a spade to the Ace
before embarking on trumps. As before,
West took the Ace on the second round,
this time exiting with a heart. Fallon took
that in dummy, ruffed a spade in hand and
ran all of his diamonds. These cards
remained with one trump to play:

When South led the 47, he could safely part
with a club from dummy but East was in
serious trouble. He chose to discard a
heart but Fallon led a club to dummy and,
when the Queen failed to fall, played a heart
to hand dropping the Queen and ten under
his Ace. His 6 became the fulfilling trick.
That fine piece of declarer play netted his
side 16 IMPs in a match which SA won by
just 21.

The second round robin rather duplicated
the first, with South Australia winning all but
its first two matches to qualify on top. The
IMP total of +130 was not inspiring but it
yielded 107.2 Victory Points. The
opposition was to be the ACT, a team which
tasted success two years ago in Adelaide.

We all know that teams bridge is very much
about bidding games. Let’s say that you
open 1NT (11-14) on these cards, Board 1,

Partner applies Stayman and raises your 2v
bid to 3v, inviting game.

Well, it's only 12 points but it is an excellent
12, so why not bid 4¥? At pairs you should
not. At teams it is worth a go. That is what
happened when Chan invited and his cards
were:

The major suits broke well and the Ace of
spades was on-side, so SA racked up
420 and a 6 IMP swing when game was
not bid at the other table. Interestingly
the ACT pushed to game two boards
later with far poorer prospects of success
and were doubled, giving up 500. So the
secret is not whether to push but when to
push.

South opened 1# and, after action from
West, found himself in 5&. West led the
Ace of hearts and gave his partner a ruff
at trick 2. Now it looks as though
declarer must lose a diamond. Peter
Chan appeared to err by switching to a
small diamond. After much thought,
South played low and scored the Queen
in dummy before claiming the balance. It
was remarked upon by all concerned that
it was rare to score the two of trumps
when it was the only one outstanding.
When Roger Januszke reached the
same contract, he had to play it doubled.
The early defence went the same way
but East then shifted to a spade.
Januszke won, cashed his top heart
throwing a diamond, and proceeded to

run off all of dummy’s trumps. This was
more in the hope of an error rather than
that of achieving a genuine squeeze.
The latter eventuated however as East
had to ultimately throw the a top spade or
unguard the King of diamonds. The lowly
8 of spades scored the 11" trick for +550
and a 4 IMP swing.

Finally, this hand was a case of the more
you do, the worse it gets, for the ACT’s
Ross Chrichton.

Lusk led the Ace of diamonds to be safe
and then switched to a spade. Chan won
and played Ace and another heart for
Lusk to ruff and collect 800. Chan’s
judgement was good (once again) and
Chrichton’s eventual decision saved 180.

Unfortunately for Ross, Alison and
Gordon Fallon were allowed to play in 5%
undoubled at the other table and SA
gained 12 IMPs.

From the outset, SA built on their 3 IMP
carry-over. The ACT pegged them back
in the fourth and last sets but never quite
challenged. Including slow play
penalties, South Australia won by 23
IMPs.
